


Regular Meeting Shell Rock City Council


                

         January 6, 2009


Mayor Larry Young called the regular meeting to order in the City Hall with the Pledge of Allegiance at 7:00 p.m.  Council Members Donald Bonzer, Benjamin DeWitt, Glen Kliebenstein, Rosalee Meyer, and Steven Nieman were present.  There were six people in the audience.


Motion by DeWitt seconded by Meyer to approve the agenda with any additions.  Ayes-Bonzer, DeWitt, Kliebenstein, Meyer, and Nieman.  Nays-None.  Motion carried.


Motion by Kliebenstein seconded by Nieman to approve the consent agenda that included:  Minutes of December 2, 2008, Payment of the Bills, and the Financial Reports for the month of November, 2008.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes-Bonzer, DeWitt, Kliebenstein, Meyer, and Nieman.  Nays-None.  Motion carried.


City Attorney Bruce Toenjes presented the Council with the deed to the land known as Holley Park, located at 229 S. Cherry Street as a donation to the City of Shell Rock from Colleen Holley.

Mayor Young set the budget meetings for January 19, 21, 26, and 28 at 6:00 p.m.


Motion by DeWitt seconded by Meyer to accept the bid for the Water Tower Maintenance from Maguire Iron for payments for eight years at $5,139.00 each.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes-Bonzer, DeWitt, Kliebenstein, Meyer, Nieman.  Nays-None.  Motion carried.


Motion by Nieman seconded by Kliebenstein to abate the utility bill for account #7211 for $117.55 and for account #7972 for $174.35 due to water meters not working correctly.  Ayes-Bonzer, DeWitt, Kliebenstein, Meyer, Nieman.  Nays-None.  Motion carried.


Resolution 001-2009 was introduced by Kliebenstein seconded by DeWitt:  A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO SIGN AND THE CITY CLERK TO ATTEST TO A RENEWAL OF THE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF WAVERLY, IOWA, AND THE CITY OF SHELL ROCK, IOWA, ESTABLISHING STANDARDS FOR REVIEW OF SUBDIVISIONS WITHIN THE CITIES’ OVERLAPPING AREAS OF SUBDIVISION REVIEW.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes-Bonzer, DeWitt, Kliebenstein, Meyer, Nieman.  Nays-None.  Motion carried.


Resolution 002-2009 was introduced by DeWitt seconded by Meyer:  A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE CITY OF SHELL ROCK, IOWA’S PERSONNEL POLICIES BY MAKING CHANGES TO THE SECTION ON EMPLOYEE HEALTH INSURANCE.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes-Bonzer, DeWitt, Kliebenstein, Meyer, Nieman.  Nays-None.  Motion carried.


Resolution 003-2009 was introduced by Nieman seconded by Bonzer:  A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SHELL ROCK, IOWA APPROVING A RISE APPLICATION; DESIGNATING THE MAYOR AS THE OFFICIAL REPRESENTATIVE OF THE CITY, AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO AFFIX HIS SIGNATURE TO SAID APPLICATION AND PROVIDING FINANCIAL ASSURANCES IN CONJUCTION WITH SAME, AND ACCEPTING RESPONSIBILITY FOR ROADWAYS ASSOCIATED WITH THE SHELL ROCK INDUSTRIAL/BUSINESS PARK.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes-Bonzer, DeWitt, Kliebenstein, Meyer, Nieman.  Nays-None.  Motion carried.


Ordinance No. 312 was introduced by Kliebenstein seconded by Meyer:  AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING THAT GENERAL PROPERTY TAXES LEVIED AND COLLECTED EACH YEAR ON ALL PROPERTY LOCATED WITHIN THE BUSINESS PARK URBAN RENEWAL PROJECT AREA, IN THE CITY OF SHELL ROCK, COUNTY OF BUTLER, STATE OF IOWA, BY AND FOR THE BENEFIT OF THE STATE OF IOWA, CITY OF SHELL ROCK, COUNTY OF BUTLER, WAVERLY-SHELL ROCK COMMUNITY SCHOOL DISTRICT AND OTHER TAXING DISTRICTS, BE PAID TO A SPECIAL FUND FOR PAYMENT OF PRINCIPAL AND INTEREST OF LOANS, MONIES ADVANCED TO AND INDEBTEDNESS, INCLUDING BONDS ISSUED OR TO BE ISSUED, INCURRED BY THE CITY IN CONNECTION WITH THE URBAN RENEWAL REDEVELOPMENT PROJECT.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes-Bonzer, DeWitt, Kliebenstein, Meyer, Nieman.  Nays-None.  Motion carried.


Ordinance No. 311, AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 56 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF SHELL ROCK, IWOA, PERTAINING TO DANGEROUS AND VICIOUS ANIMALS, AND EXCLUDING PIT BULL TERRIERS FROM THE DEFINITION OF DANGEROUS ANIMALS died for lack of a motion.
